L7, “Single-Family™ shall mean one or more persons related by bond,
marriage or adoption, who are fiving, sleeping, cooking and eating on the premises s a
single houselesping unit and shall exclude any person or groups of persons where three
or more are niot 50 relaled or engaged as housshold employess.

1B, “Structure” snd “Improvement” shall be synonymous and shall both mean
and inchude any and all of the following, regardless of whether temporary or permanent
in character or intended use: building, out building, shed, booth, garage ar above grownd
storage facility; tent; exterior lighting or electric fixture, antenmae, tower, pole or bug
control device; antenna, tower, dish or other devise, free standing or attached, for the

transmiission of reception of electronic signals, vents, relaining or other wajl, fountain or



ahove ground or in ground swimming or wading pool; plantings; driveway, sidewalk or
walkway, scresned or other type of porch, patio or gazeho, tree house or other type of
exterior play equipment; berms and swales; and any other type of equipment or facility
for any decorative, recreational or functional purpose of any kind (incleding, withowt
limitation, additions or altesations to or deletions from any of the foregoing) nat located
entirely within the exterior perimeter walls of the single-family building constructed on
the Lot. Use of the phrase “structure” or “improvement” or any other use such words
shall not imply different meanings for such terms. A Strocture which is utilized for the
sale purposa of storing hoats and other water equipment or accessories and otherwise
complies with the definition of a “Boathouse” in the Oncida County Ordinances (a
“Boathouse™) shall not be subject to the restrictions set forth in Section 3.1 provided such
Boathouse complies with &ll county and municipil codes and ordinances and otherwise
complies with this Second Amendment.
