DECLARATION OF RESTRICTIONS AND COVENANTS FOR
LOTS 1 THROUGH 10
OF CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP NUMBERS 4751, 4752 AND 4753.

The Declaration of Protective Building Restrictions and Covenants for Lots 1 through 10 of
Certified Survey Maps Numbered 4751, 4752 and 4753; all located in Part of NW Y of the
SW %, Section 7, T 40 N, R 11 E; in the Town of Washington, Vilas County, Wisconsin.

THIS DECLARATION is made this 22nd day of August, 2007 by Paul Reid II, LLC, as Declarant.
WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Declarant is the owner of all (10) residential lots comprising the real property legally
described below, hereafter referred to as “the Subdivision™:

Lots 1 through 10 of Certified Survey Maps Numbered 4751, 4752 and 4753;
all located in Part of NW % of the SW %, Section 7, T40 N, R 11 E; in the
Town of Washington, Vilas County, Wisconsin.

WHEREAS, Declarant desires to provide for the preservation of the values and amenities of the
Subdivision and, to this end, desires to subject aforesaid Subdivision to the covenants, conditions,
restrictions and charges hereinafter set forth, all of which are for the benefit of the Subdivision as a
whole and the owners of any part thereof:

NOW, THEREFORE, Declarant does hereby give notice to all purchasers and their successors of
any portion of the Subdivision, hereinbefore described, and to whomsoever it may concern that the
Subdivision is, and each and every conveyance of any portion of the Subdivision will be subject to
the following covenants, conditions, restrictions and charges which will inure to the benefit of and
pass with the Subdivision and each and every parcel thereof, and shall apply to and bind any
successor in interest and anv owner thereof.



The purpose of this declaration is to ensure the best use and the most appropriate development and
improvement of the Subdivision; to protect owners of the Subdivision against such use of the
surrounding property as will detract from the value of their property; to preserve, so far as
practicable, the natural beauty of the Subdivision; to ensure the highest and best devel opment of the
Subdivision; to encourage and secure the erection of attractive structures thereon with appropriate
locations thereof on each parcel; to prevent inharmonious mmprovement of the Subdivision: to secure
and maintain proper setbacks from the road, and adequate free spaces between structures; and in
general to provide adequately for high quality of improvement to the Subdivision, and thereby to
preserve and enhance the value of investments made by purchasers of lots herein and to insure their
personal enjoyment of the property.

ARTICLE 11
USE OF LAND

All terms, regulations and conditions of all applicable town, county or state zoning or subdivision
ordinances, statutes or regulations shall remain in effect.

No business except businesses conducted entirely within a residence and not having employees or
customers on the premises, or exterior signs.

No mobile homes, no junk cars or shacks shall be permitted in the Subdivision, nor shall any
structure of a temporary character, including mobile homes, recreational vehicles, basements or
garages, be used as a residence.

No on-site unhoused storage will be allowed for excess building material and infrequently used
vehicles. Storage of snowmobiles, boats, four-wheelers, golf carts and other seasonal items
frequently used, will be allowed during the season of such use, provided they are not kept closer than
20 feet from any property line, and to the extent possible, are stored in such a manner as to be
shielded from public view.

All lots are to remain in their original platted size and further platting or subdividing is prohibited,
except that individual lots may be split so long as subdivided portions are added to adjoining ots.
Multiple lots in common ownership may be combined.

No noxious or offensive activity shall be performed upon any lot, nor shall anything be done thereon
which may be or may become an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood. This includes such
things as uncontrolled barking dogs and outdoor sound svstems



Outdoor toilets shall not be permitted. However, it is recommended that portable toilets be on-site
during construction of residences.

Camping is not permitted.

No cows, goats, pigs, sheep, horses, poultry or fowl of any kind, or any form of animal husbandry,
will be permitted to be kept or allowed on any part of the Subdivision. Pets will be permitted and
shall be properly restrained so as to avoid becoming an annoyance or nuisance to the neighborhood.
All pets shall be kept in accordance with any other applicable ordinance.

All exterior lighting shall be properly shielded to not interfere with the use and enjoyment of
neighboring properties.

No fences shall be permitted, other than living shrubs and/or wood fences of corral or picket type,
not exceeding six feet in height. No fence may be placed closer than twenty-five (25) feet from the
right of way line of any street or roadway within the Subdivision.

No owner except the Declarant, or agent for the Declarant, shall place a For Sale sign on any
property until December 31, 2012, without explicit Declarant permission. In no event shall any such
sign exceed (6) square feet.

No signs identifying the architects or contractors involved with any construction project within the
Subdivision shall be permitted without explicit Declarant permission.

ARTICLE III
STRUCTURES
Only single family residences shall be allowed within the Subdivision.

All structures erected shall be of new materials and new construction and the exterior shall be
completed within one (1) year after commencement of construction. Building exteriors must be of
wood, brick, stone, vinyl, aluminum or masonry board, and such exteriors must be suitably finished.
Finishes shall be colors that are in harmony with the colors of the natural surroundings, such as those
commonly referred to as “earth tones™; white is acceptable. Residences shall have a minimum living
area of 1200 square feet (excluding garages).
